Can you please provide a brief summary of your novel Countdown?

Flight paramedic Raina Price’s past has marched back into her present—and it wants to kill
her. A stalker who knows her well is determined to finish what he started, and US Marshal
Vince Correlli vows to protect her at all costs—even if it ends his career.

Your female protagonist, Raina Price, has a secretive past. Can you please provide
some insight about why she had to go into hiding?

She made some lousy choices as a teenager. One of those choices led her to juvie, where
she met the other heroines in the series, but one particular bad choice led her to get
involved with a man who was a narcissistic sociopath. With this guy threatening those she
loved, her only recourse, she felt, was to drop off the face of the planet and go into hiding.

How has his job as a US Marshal
provided him with the skill set to see this through?

Well, that’s what a Marshal is trained for, right? Protecting those who need it? So, he
simply transfers his training to Raina to keep her safe.
