
in Jerusalem at which James the brother of Jesus proposes terms for the inclu-
sion of gentiles in the church (15:1–35).

Luke reports a second missionary journey of Paul and Silas (15:36–18:22). 
Here they travel through Asia Minor and what is now Greece (Macedonia and 
Achaia); they meet a number of significant people (Timothy, Lydia, Aquila, 
Priscilla); found churches in Philippi, Thessalonica, Beroea, and Corinth; and 
encounter much hostility, including an imprisonment interrupted by an earth-
quake at Philippi. This section of the book also includes an account of Paul 
preaching on the Areopagus to philosophers in Athens (17:16–34).

Luke then reports a third missionary journey of Paul (18:23–21:14): he trav-
els through Asia Minor and Greece, visiting many places where he has been 
before, but Luke focuses his account on events in Ephesus. There, a powerful 
preacher, Apollos, is instructed by Priscilla and Aquila; Paul brings the gift 
of the Spirit to former disciples of John the Baptist; seven sons of the priest 
Sceva are mauled by an evil spirit; and Paul survives a riot after Demetrius the 
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Map 10.3. Paul’s third missionary journey.
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
